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Architectural investigation at Western Prasat TOP
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We have long conducted architectural investigations
along with archaeology and other activities. We
carried out investigation twice in this fiscal year, in
December 2009 and February 2010. Our goal is to
make detail documentation for the present status of
the site, and to draw precise plans and elevations,
which are to be used as a basic data for future
conservation works. We also examine the structural
characteristics of the buildings and architectural and
aesthetic designs. Our research revealed that
architectural designs of the Central, North and South
Towers and the Buddhist terrace are different each
other. This implies that the buildings had been
