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Investigation of the Krang Kor site,

Kampong Chnnang, and training programme
for young Cambodian archaeologists

In conjunction with the Ministry of Culture and
Fine Arts, Cambodia, we at the Nara National
Research Institute for Cultural Properties has been
conducted research on archaeological sites of the
Post-Angkor period in the area around Udong and
Longvek, funded by Agency of Cultural Affairs, Japan.

We discovered several burial features date back to
the ca. 15th to 16th centuries at Krang Kor near
Longvek in the investigations in August 2011 and
February 2012. Some Chinese and Thai ceramics were
recovered from the burials. This implies that the
persons that were buried here were involved in some
activities concerning long-distance exchanges. This
site belongs to the period between the fall of Angkor
and the foundation of the Longvek royal capital. This
discovery will contribute to reveal the detail history of
this period.

Along with the research, training courses for young
Cambodian archaeologists including students from
the Royal University of Fine Arts were took place.
They proactively participated in the excavations and
finally became able to implement several activities by
themselves including identifying, surveying and
recording archaeological features.
