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The 3-D image of the Nara capital

The 1:1000 scale model on display in the lobby at the
Nara City Hall is well known as a reconstructed image
of the Nara capital. This was made to commemorate the
completion of the city office building in 1974, however,
and now nearly 40 years have elapsed. Based on knowl-
edge from recent investigations and research, we have
attempted a reconstruction in three-dimensional form
of the Nara capital. This is a representation of the capi-
tal’s condition near the end of the Nara period, but as
the reconstruction is being made while many details are
still vague, it may be corrected from time to time as new

facts come to light in the future.
