The Asuka Historical Museum opened in March
1975 as a comprehensive museum concerned with
the Asuka period and region. The year 2015 deserves
commemoration as the 40th anniversary of its open-
ing.

'The large roof in the foreground is the Asuka His-
torical Museum. The modern appearance of the de-
sign by Taniguchi Yoshir6 retains its charm even with
40 years' passing. The spacious grounds are dotted
with replicas of the Kameishi (Tortoise Stone) and
other stone objects of Asuka, among which the Mt.
Sumeru stone, reconstructed as a working fountain,

is a monument serving as symbol of the museum.
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
