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The term maki-e literally means “sprinkled pictures.”

The Chinese word for “bat” (fu) is a homophone for the word meaning
“good fortune.”

Meaning “foreign colors,” falangcai uses enamels derived from European
cloisonné techniques.
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The museum held the same exhibition two years ago (see the website for
more details).
